In ancient times the territory ofmodem Kharkivshchina was reminding

a huge cauldron, in which passions ofhuman lives were boilingfor many
thousandyears. Periods ofshort-time lulls were changed by immense
geopolitical shocks, turning historicalfates ofwhole peoples upside down.
And hoteach people was lucky enough to tell its offspring about ingenuity
of its civilization.

riety of women’s decorations. Golden

In the burial place of two noble
women arid a teenage servant a gor-
geous head-dress was found, which
looked like a high tiara, decorated by
\yide golden plates, ornamented by
various mythological subjects.

Four similar plates represented
maenads swirling in a non-stop dance
- companions of Dionis, the ancient
Greek god of wine-making. Maenads’
little figures are paired - the one is

The other two plates represent
a Winged snake-legged goddess with
two hypocampuses (sea horses) on
both sides - progenitrix ofthe Scythb ¥
ans, goddess Api. According to the
legend, Api and Hercules had three
sons in their marriage - Agaphirs,
Gaelon and Skyth. Hercules made
a conditioll that the country would
be ruled by the one of his sons, who
would be able to bend father’s bow
and to gird with his belt. Only the
youngest of the three brothers man-
aged to pass the test - Skyth, who
became the lord of the country.

Also the tiara had plates repre- 4
senting sphinxes, scenes of deer .
hunting, bud-pedants sewed on
them. The deceased’s fingers were
decorated with golden rings-, hey
ears - with golden ear.”ings/gar-.p
ments -7 with golden plaques.

Tbe luxury ofthe garments /
is explained by its"wed”
ding character - the bur-
ied was very young (she
even had two milk-teeth left).

By the way, many people
used to have a custom to
bury maidens in wedding
garments...
